Expenses  
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Initial efforts led by River Keepers, began in 1998, to increase canoeing and boating on the Red 
River.  Since then there have been numerous meetings up and down the valley, discussions, pres-
entations, grant proposals submitted, and special events conducted.  Hundreds of individuals, 
agencies and organizations have contributed financial resources, time and enthusiastic support to 
make this happen. 
 
Results have included designation of the Red River as an official canoe and boating route by the 
state of Minnesota, completion of a master plan, a designation by the White House as an official 
Millennium Trail, infrastructure improvement, informational kiosks, signage, and a map of the 
river from Breckenridge to Georgetown. 
 
Under contract to the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources, part of this year was spent on 
developing maps 2 and 3 so that the United States portion of the Red River is now mapped!  The 
maps will be available in spring of 2007 from the DNR Information Center at 1-888-minn-dnr.
