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The Laurel Willow is a medium size tree that can grow in shrub like rows.  Having attractive leaves and round crown, it is one of the first tees to grow leaves and one of the last to shed its leaves.  The roots can handle flooding making it an ideal plant in rainy areas.

· Can be used on farms as a wind breaker
· Can be used to watch wildlife: many animals use it for food and shelter
· Can be used as medicine for fevers, gout, pain, and headaches
· Can use for firewood, crafts, or furniture

Fruit:  Anywhere from greenish yellow to tan, silky, cottony, hairy seeds, 
Bark:  Grayish-brown, narrow grooves 
Diseases and pests:  Aphids
