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The Nannyberry is a large shrub usually found in moist, wooded areas.  Its shiny foliage and colorful leaves make it an attractive plant to observe.
Practical uses:
· Can use flowers for decoration
· Can use fruit for eating 
· Can be used to make medicine for asthma, hayfever, and cramp treatment
Crown: 10-14 ft. high, 8-12 ft. wide
Buds:  Gray, long, pointy, curved slightly, 1/2-3/4 in. long

Leaves:  Shiny, dark-green, red in fall, 2-4 in. long, 1-2 in. wide
Flowers:  White, cream-like, no smell
Fruit:  Young stages red, mature stage bluish-black, 1/2 in. long
Diseases and pests:  Mildew
